Have you ever tried to mate a male Futaba connector with a
female JR connector? The spline on the Futaba connector will
prevent you from making the connection. A secure way
around this is to cut a slot in the JR connector to allow the
spline in the Futaba connector to mate. Carefully cut the slot
with a sharp X-Acto knife, as shown. Unlike simply trimming
the spline, this is a quick and easy fix that maintains polarity
protection.

HARD CASE FOR WINGS

It can be hard to carry your plane to field in one piece, and |
hate to put the wing down in the car, as it can easily be
damaged. The solution is simple: a rifle case. These are
available at many hardware stores for $20 to $30, and with a
few modifications, they can be extremely useful. The hard
cases come in many sizes and offer great protection for small
to medium planes. They also have foam on the inside. | cut
holes in the foam to accommodate my wing servos, and |
notch the plastic for the plywood piece that sticks out of the
wing.
